GOING THE DISTANCE

We have great news for cyclists, runners, hikers,
explorers, dog-walkers and nature lovers.

Austin Ranch nature trails will connect with The Colony
and Plano trails, ultimately linking into Lewisville, Frisco
and Carrollton for a continuous 73-mile round-trip
pedestrian loop that connects all five cities.

The newest phase in The Colony and Lewisville area adds
a total of 5.5 miles of trails made up of three sections:
Austin Ranch, Park Loop Trail, and Shoreline Trail.

The 1.5-mile Austin Ranch segment will connect Plano
Parkway to the Park Loop Trail, and will eventually link to
Carrollton, according to Keith Helms, Director of the Parks
and Recreation Department of The Colony.

The largest addition to the trail connection system is the
3.9-mile Shoreline Trail that extends from Stewart Creek
Park to Ridgepointe Park along Lake Lewisville.

Shoreline Trail, which will provide easy access to the
lake, is located on land that is controlled by the Corps

of Engineers Wildlife Management. The distance from
Austin Ranch to Shoreline Trail is about four miles.
Requirements state that the trail must be constructed of
a natural surface (not concrete). To uphold that standard,
the surface material is decomposed granite. No other city
that we are aware of has a “natural surface, 10-foot wide,
shore line trail. We think it is unique and we are very
proud of it,” stated Helms.
