Dry Creek Lodge

A lodge featuring the Moose Club with a 38-foot high  
ceiling, two antique pool tables, and a baby grand  
piano, a Fitness Center and Community Services 
Team. Downstairs there is a large business center 
that opens out onto a veranda and pool area 
with a grill and wet bar.  Upstairs is a wooden 
deck and walkway which extends out over the 
magnificent resort-style lap pool, jacuzzi hot tub, 
sand volleyball court and The Thicket.

The Lodge

Community lodge that combines an expansive 
fitness center, business center, clubroom. The 
Lodge expands out to a garden terrace and 
stunning resort-style infinity edge pool that 
overlooks Lake Connell and the plush natural 
wilderness of The Ravine.

Games & Sports

Fitness Center

4,300 square-foot multi-level fitness center has 
state-of-the-art fitness machines including the latest 
generation of Nautilus and other high-end brands. 
Residents enjoy no membership fee for use of these 
facilities.

Sand Volleyball

Located at Dry Creek Lodge and at Davidson Park.

Parks, Pools, 
Courtyards & Mews

Andover Park

A magnolia-lined quarter-acre park with a wood 
swing at one end and an arbor at the other.

Annie’s Park

Named after the daughter of Billingsley Company 
owners Lucy and Henry Billingsley. Designed in 
the old English tradition of a fenced-in park within 
the neighborhood, but with a Texas twist – having 
preserved all of the original Mesquite trees. A 
playground for children to enjoy is the focal point 
of this park.

Boulders Park & Pool

A half-acre fenced-off garden containing a nature-
inspired pool with a waterfall, rock garden, an 
environment playground.

Cabana Pool

The Cabana Pool sits on a half-acre of sequential 
private gardens including a tree-lined esplanade, 
a luxurious pool and an outdoor television with 
an entertainment cabana and outside grills.

Clock Corner

A corner courtyard featuring an original sculpture, 
a large antique Parisian clock and fountain. This  
special patio atmosphere is both tranquil and inspiring.

Davidson Overlook

A semi-circle of wooded benches with breathtaking 
views of sunsets over The Ravine.

Davidson Park & Sand Volleyball

A one-acre European-style neighborhood park  
located in the interior of a residential block.  
Features an oval sand volleyball court surrounded 

by berms, large trees and benches, a cabana and grill.

Dry Creek Preserve

Three ravines created by a former stream are 
being preserved directly south of Dry Creek Lodge. 
Residents enjoy a thicket of trees amidst a 
creek bed.

Infinity Pool

A large, elegant resort-style pool with cascading 
waterfalls, outside grills and tropical vegetation; 
overlooking the spectacular Lake Connell and 
Ravine.

Lake Connell & Park

A two-acre lake within a three and a half acre park  
located 30 feet below The Lodge and surrounding 
residences. Lake Connell also serves as a fishing pond.

La Piscina

An elegant ten-foot stone wall dropping off into a  
beautiful blue tile heated pool with fans and misters.

Los Robles Nature Preserve

180 acres of native trees and vegetation along Indian 
Creek, which runs through the valley west of the 
residential community.

Mews

Tree-lined brick walking street located at the ends 
of Davidson Street and Andover Drive.

Plaza De La Luna

A large, paved parking plaza in the European 
tradition where the paving goes right up to the 
buildings.  The gritted paving pattern creates 
a three dimensional illusion, reminiscent of the 
Florentine paving patterns of the Renaissance.  
In the center, there is a green park with boulders 
and misters designed in a crescent shape of 
lunar inspiration.

Plaza Del Sol

Designed as a giant, green sundial with trees 
aligned just perfectly to cast a shadow directly onto 
the sundial.  This space was designed to redefine 
the nature of what a parking plaza can be.

The Pool at Dry Creek Lodge

A 25-meter lap pool with three wide lanes offering 
a workout in a recreational environment. Two 
resort-style pools feature three waterfalls dropping 
10 feet over Pennsylvania blue stone walls and 
outside grills.

The Ravine

Natural wooded ravine with topographic variations, 
mature trees and other nature trails for walking or 
jogging, or for the nature enthusiast.

Rosemary’s Park

An undulating park with private yards opening to 
the park’s sloping lawn.  The park is named after 
a bronze pig statue named Rosemary, added in 
January of 2004.

Sacred Woods

The crest of a hill overlooking a valley and the Los 
Robles Nature Preserve.

Scholar’s Park

A recessed half-acre quadrangle garden of rolling 
hills and environmental art.  A cascading water 
feature culminates with a sculpture by Scott Gentry.

The Verandah

Features an open 3,200 square foot entertainment 
area adjacent to the pool with stairs that go directly 

from The Verandah entertainment area into the 
water. The Verandah is made up of a combination 
of swimming pools and water lily ponds, which 
overlap each other in the central axis. There are 
fountains in the pools and tented cabanas on the 
sides – for those who prefer to enjoy this magical 
space in a shaded area.

Village Green

This park is the focal point of the mixed-use town 
center, Austin Square.

Other Amenities

The Ranch House

A Texas-style Ranch House overlooking acres of  
trees and natural landscape, this remarkably 
panoramic setting has been renovated with all 
the modern conveniences to host your next family 
gathering, wedding, corporate meeting or retreat.
